Action
Desirable, what we are aiming for
Currently how it’s going 

Turn and face person in pen
Ready and available, come, meet us at the gate


Halter
Lower head, arch toward person, put nose in halter


Leading
Moves faster and slower with the person, stops, backs, turns both ways with no lead contact


Take the hind across
Steps inside hind up under belly and steps hinds out when on lead line


Bring fronts across
Yields shoulder to the outside of the circle


Lunging
Moves in a circle on lead line with body arched and feet tracking on the circle, both ways in all three gaits


Back with the finger cue
Backs without raising head with presentation of “the finger”


Pick up feet
Gives foot, relaxes when held in any position, allows foot to be put back softly on the ground


Rope work: belly & feet
Turn with lariat around neck and hocks, OK with feel of lariat around belly and flanks, stops with rope around each of all 4 feet


Round pen connection
Moves willingly directed both ways, up and down transitions, outside & inside turns, waits at rail or turns in as directed, come when asked


Touch anywhere
really OK


Ears OK
handle, medicate, really OK


Clippers
really OK


Give paste meds
OK with handling mouth



Tie
Stands tied, turns to look, yields to rope


Bathing
Enters wash rack, stand tied, wash body and legs, sponge face


Trailers
Enters calmly, OK inside, backs out calmly



Saddling
Stands quietly tied or not, OK about blanket, saddle, and cinching, putting saddlebags on


Bridling
Head low and bent to inside, opens mouth, stands quietly for adjustments






Mounting
Approaches mounting block, stands quietly throughout entire mounting, waits for direction 


Go forward
Willing, with the person, thought out ahead


Stop
Balanced & ready to move in any direction


Backing


Soft in the bridle, moving backwards fluidly, directable, back a circle and an “L”


Turns
Arching through the body, thought coming around


Step hind under
Pick up a rein and inside hind steps under


Bring fronts across
Prepares self and steps fronts across


Round Circle
All 4 legs tracking on the circle with body arched in bend of circle


Transitions between gaits
Move between walk, trot/gait, canter balanced


Consistent gaits
Steady and balanced, rate speed within gait


Canter work
Depart from different gaits, change leads






Sidepass
Fronts and hinds stepping equally


Leg Yield
Yields with slight leg cue


Shoulder in
Arranges body willingly, begins to carry it


Spook in place
Settles back down, no spinning/bolting


Hobble
Stands quietly in hobble, able to baby-walk


Swing lariat
OK with movement and touching


Cross ditch
Stays quiet and available for direction, step over and across


Work a gate
Opens and closes, goes forward or backward through, calmly one step at a time


Cross bridge
Calmly walks across, stops, backs



Cross water
Enters variety of crossings, step downs, mud, large and small, stops in the water


Trim trees
Branches moving, dropping


Carry saddle bags
OK with feel and noise on pommel and cantle, putting on and carrying



Traffic, bicycles, back packers, llamas
OK in presence, standing and moving


Put on slicker
Pick up off something, put it on, take it off OK


Person hand paper
Stand quietly with variety of presentations


Pony another horse
Directable, OK with lead around/under tail


Drag objects
Pull forward and backward and around butt


Jump
Over small jump quietly, in balance; ridden or led
